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F. Sologub immediately began working with film companies as a writer. The release of the films on his works could push to the processing of texts for the cinema, is allowed Sologub to limit foreign interference in his plan, and payment always have value for a writer.
Sologub took part in the work on the film based on the story "the Face of the beast", the story "The Lady Lisa", the novels "Creating the legend" and "Snake-Charmer". The selection of works for film adaptation can be explained by several reasons. First, demand from film companies. Second, the special value text for the writer or the fact that work on the text continued in the years of development a feature film. Finally, certain works were more suitable for shooting film due to the presence of vivid visual images clearly readable dynamic of the plot. 
The first sentence about the film adaptation came to the writer from joint stock company "A. Khanzhonkov and Co" 15 October 1914, but was not implemented; moreover, the entrepreneur relied on incorrect information about a non-existent text. The same firm soon bought a dramatization of the novel "The Petty Demon". In correspondence with the writer was given the performers, the film was added to the list which appeared on the screen, however the lack of reviews and information about buying movie cinemas reserves probable and the assumption that the shooting was not completed. 
March 1, 1916 in the press appeared a message that Sologub gave the stage rights to the novel "A Sweeter Poison" The Partnership Timan, Reinhardt, Osipov and Co. But the novel was recognized as unsuitable for the screen, the picture released in October, 1916, the firm "Filemark". The film was popular.
For the first time Sologub processed his work – the story "Animal Life" for the movie in the same year. The writer has called the resulting text "a synopsis of the script". The notes were similar in genre, cinelibre, which are often produced with the advertising objective in the form of books with illustrations. In the text Sologub's no designated "cine-journal" for the film "The Face of a Beast" dividing into five parts ("Poison City," "Two Faces", "The Temptation of the Beast", "Savage Roar" and "The Triumph of the Beast"). The name of the picture gave it a shot Association "Producent"; the ending was changed in favor of more tragic. Text Sologub was adapted to the peculiarities of the film probably directed by A. A. Arkatova who had experience writing scripts.
In 1916 appeared in print mention of the film "Bad Dreams". Judging by the lack of supporting information, the name Sologub was used exclusively as the advertising survey was not conducted.
March 1, 1916, was published the announcement of the film "Navi Spell" trilogy "Creating a Legend". Trilogy attracted the attention of filmmakers almost immediately after the publication about his desire to put the film Arkatov reported to the writer on Nov. 18, 1914. His plans did not materialize, for the shooting came from Meyerhold. Consent to write the script Sologub gave on 11 February 1916. A small excerpt covering the contents of the first two and a half chapters, was discovered in the personal archive of the writer. In the script there is a noticeable focus on the specificity of art – Sologub reduced descriptions of the sounds and feelings of the characters and their subjective feelings, replacing them in some cases, externally-defined actions, allocated credits. The start date was mentioned in "kinetics magazine" a year before the events of 28 June 1916, Sologub yet did not send the script. During the filming, I did write on separate sheets, in his notes, dated from 28 June to 2 August 1917, marked the scenes shot of what the Director was going to reshoot, which makes undoubted the fact of working on the film. Publish an excerpt "Navi Spell" is Sologub, besides the stage of communication of nurses with a teacher, were captured. Shooting was not completed.
